Rogue Community College will offer the All Hazard Public Information Officer (L-952) course during our Spring Term. This is the equivalent to NWCG S-403 Incident Information Officer course. This is a FEMA course and you will receive a FEMA and RCC certification of completion.

The purpose of this professional development course, E-952 Public Information Officer (PIO), is to provide local, State and Federal level emergency responders with an overview of key duties and responsibilities of a Public Information Officer Type III in a Type III All Hazards Incident Management Team (AHIMT). 

The prerequisites to this course include: 

• IS/ICS 100, 200, 700, and 800 

• ICS 300 

• ICS 400 and S-203 is recommended

REGISTRATION PROCESS FOR WILDLAND FIRE TRAINING COURSES
To be able to register for any class, students need an RCC ID number; these are issued when a student account is created online.  (Here is a link to that page — Get Started at Rogue!)

If students are paying for their own tuition, they need to register themselves through their student account at myRogue.

If the agency/company is paying, please send a completed Authorization to Bill (A to B) form to the department secretary, Valerie Wallace, via email or fax.  Here are some things to remember about this process:

· A separate form must be used for each class; however, several students attending the same class can be put on one form.
· Students on the A to B forms will be registered by Valerie—if their ID is written on the form.
· When the form has been processed, you will receive an email to let you know the registration status of each person—whether they are registered, waitlisted, or unable to register (usually due to financial hold.)
· Please do not remit payment until you have received an invoice, and then send it to the address on the invoice; do not send checks, credit card information, or cash to Valerie.
When classes have reached their maximum size, students will be waitlisted and registered as vacancies occur.
