Students that do not complete all required Self-Study Work will only receive a certificate for the course work they complete.
M-581 students that do not complete and submit the Self-Study Work by the due date will not be allowed to attend the classroom portion of this course.  The Self-Study Work is mandatory. 

What You Will Need 

For M-581:

All self-study work and the IAT courses are a mandatory part of the M-581 course.  Detailed and complete answers for all parts of the Job Aid and 13 questions in the Self-Study Work documents are required for attendance to the classroom portion of the course. If the answers submitted are not complete you will NOT be allowed to attend the classroom portion of the course.  This course work will require approximately 20-40 hours for completion.

For LFML:
There is online self-study course work, questions and research required to complete the LFML course.  This work is:  13 questions contained in the Self-Study Work Document to be downloaded completion of IAT course A-107 and ICS-100.  Detailed and complete answers are expected.  This course work will require approximately 25 hours for completion.
