The course provides training  

in positive coping strategies for stress, and to help others validate their thoughts and emotions surrounding  

a critical incident.

Fundamentals of Critical Incident Stress Management (CISM) will be out 

lined and participants will leave with the knowledge and tools to provide several group crisis  

interventions, specifically demobilizations, defusings and the Critical Incident Stress Debriefing (CISD).
