S-131 Advanced Firefighter Training 
Start: Thursday February 11, 2016, 8:00 am
End: Thursday, February 11, 2016, 5:00 pm 
Prerequisites: Qualified as Firefighter Type 2 (FFT2), S-130 Basic Firefighter and S-190 Introduction to Fire Behavior,  
Course Description: Advanced Firefighter Training is an 8-hour course designed to meet the training needs of both advanced firefighter/squad boss (FFT1) and incident commander type 5 (ICT5). The course is interactive, and contains several tactical exercises that encourage group and class discussion. Individual instructional units cover fireline reference materials, documenting materials, documenting activities, fireline 
communications, tactics and safety. 
Class size: 30 
Students Should Bring: Fireline Handbook 410-1 and Incident Response Pocket Guide (IRPG); will be available at class if you do not have one.

S-133 Look Up, Look Down, Look Around 
Start: Friday, February 12, 2016, 8:00 am 
End: Friday, February 12, 2016, 12:30 pm 
Prerequisites: None 
Course Description: This course examines the wildland fire environment and the factors firefighters should observe on the fire line in order to anticipate fire behavior. 
Class Size: 30

Course Fee: $35.00 

S-200 Initial Attack Incident Commander 
Start: Monday, February 15, 2016, 12:30 pm 
End: Friday, February 19, 2016, 11:30 am 
Prerequisites: Qualified as any single resource boss (CRWB, ENGB, TRPB, FIRB, etc.) and satisfactory completion of pre-course work.
Course Description: This course is designed to meet the training needs of the Initial Attack Incident Commander (ICT4). It is presented in a lecture/discussion format and supplemented with group exercises. The six instructional units include: Foundation Skills; Intelligence Gathering and Documentation; Size up the Incident; Develop a Plan of Action; Post –Fire Activities; Evaluating Incident Objectives and Manage the Incident. Evaluation of the trainee is by unit tests and performance based evaluations.

Course Fee: $350.00

S-215 Fire Operations in the Urban Interface 
Start: Tuesday February 9, 2016 8:00 am 
End: Thursday February 11, 2016, 11:30 am  
Prerequisites: Wildland fire students must be qualified as an Advanced Firefighter FFT1. 
Course Description: This course is designed to assist structure and wildland firefighters who will be making tactical decisions when confronting wildland fire that threatens life, property, and improvements in the wildland/urban interface. Instructional units include: interface awareness, size-up, initial strategy and incident action plan, structure triage, structure protection tactics, incident action plan assessment and update, follow-up and public relations, and firefighter safety in the interface.

Course Fee: $ 200.00
S-219 Firing Operations
Start: Wednesday February 17, 2016, 9:00 am
End: Friday February 19, 2016, 3:00 pm
Prerequisites: Qualified as a firefighter type 2 (FFT2). and satisfactory completion of pre-course work.
Course Description: This course was developed using a blended approach to learning, meaning that it contains a mix of online and instructor-led training (ILT). Students are required to complete the online training portion of the course prior to taking the ILT. The course introduces the roles and responsibilities of a firing boss (FIRB) and outlines duties of other personnel who may engage firing operations. The course discusses and illustrates common firing devices and techniques. Although comprehensive in nature, the course work is not a substitute for the dynamic fire environment. The course provides students with important information regarding general tasks required to be successful. Any opportunity to show students a real ignition or demonstrate the use of an actual firing device will assist in transferring these new concepts and skills to the job. There is an optional field day outlined in the course, it is the discretion of the delivery unit to include the field day, however, if logistically feasible it is suggested by NWCG that a field day be conducted.
