Where and When

The class will be held at the Pacific Northwest Training Center in the Juniper Training Room.  You will need to use an Access Code to gain entrance through the security gates.  You need to refer to your e-mail selection notification for the Access Code.  Failure to remember your code will require you to check in at the Administation office Monday morning to gain access.

Your training session will begin promptly at 0800, Monday and is scheduled to end about 1700 on Thursday.  To receive a certificate of completion for this course, you must attend from the scheduled opening to the scheduled completion; please make your travel plans accordingly.
What You Will Need 

The course is designed to prepare you for instructing training courses, as well as develop your communication skills.

You will be required to give a total of four presentations throughout the week. These will include three individual and one group presentation. One presentation will be spontaneous, and the others will require preparation outside of the regularly scheduled class hours. This is a 400-level course and the course workload and student expectations are set accordingly.

You will be evaluated on course participation and three presentations; a 3-5 minute presentation, a group presentation, and a 10-15 minute presentation. For your presentations, you will have access to flipcharts, PowerPoint and other training aids.  Come to class with a list of topics you may wish to present; the topics should be other than those related to your current job, i.e. no fire topics. You are encouraged to bring props or presentation aids to enhance your presentation, as well as a USB Flash drive if you want video copies of your presentations.

There will be a limited number of computers for your use in the classroom in order to help you prepare your presentations.
